Medicare Cuts
In the last three years (2021–2023) of 
fighting scheduled Medicare payment 
reductions, the ACR-led coalition of 
more than 100 physician and non-
physician organizations reclaimed 
$1.637 billion for radiologists.

No Surprises Act (NSA) 
Implementation
Working with its physician organization 
colleagues to encourage Congress to 
scrutinize diligently the administration’s 
implementation of the NSA and ensure 
it adheres to the original intent of 
Congress — to provide an equal playing 
field for both providers and insurers to 
resolve their disputes while taking 
patients out of the middle.

Research Policy
Advocating for NIH biomedical research 
funding during the congressional 
appropriations cycle. ACR has met  
with NIH and HHS leaders to advocate 
for medical imaging inclusion and 
increased prominence in the 
president’s Cancer Moonshot initiative.
